Based on events that actually occurred, The
Winslow Boy was written in 1946. The action takes
place in the drawing room of the Winslow family’s
home in Kensington, London, from 1912 to 1914, just
before World War 1.

The early 1900s were volatile years for British
politics. Germany was re-arming, while at home trade
unions were demanding basic human rights and
women the right to vote. Europe was parcelled out at
whim amongst a few families called “royal”.

Against this background, a young naval trainee was
accused of theft and dishonourably discharged. His
family took on the might of the British Admiralty and
the House of Lords to clear his name.

Director Eric James Summers says the attitude of
“keeping the bastards honest” is something we take
for granted, but in the early 1900s it was a bold and
wealthy man who could dare to challenge the power
of the state. The Winslow Boy is essentially a story
about a man and his family taking such a stand.

Eric says: “So along with this very human tale,

Ronnie’s elder brother
Dickie Winslow is played by
Nathan Schulz who was last
seen by theatre audiences in
GCLT’s Tom, Dick and Harry
as the hyper-active Harry. He’s
since travelled to Berlin,

Germany, where he performed
and assisted with the direction of
various shows. Now a seasoned

performer, he’s back on the Gold
Coast and relishing every moment
of the challenging role of Dickie
Winslow.

The part of John Weatherstone,
Catherine’s fiance, is taken by Kyal Scott.
After graduation from school in Western
Australia at the end of 2007, Kyal has been in
Queensland no longer than a year and already been
involved in three top productions: Annie Get Your Gun
(GCLT), Thoroughly Modern Millie (Javeenbah) and
The Boy From Oz (GCAC).

Liquor laws change again

Recent law changes mean Javeenbah will have to
switch liquor licences yet again

We’ve only just swapped over to what is known as
a restricted club permit for liquor sales. One visible
sign of the change was extra signage on the foyer walls.

Now we're going to have to go over to what is called
a community other licence. It does have the advantage
of not requiring an annual renewal, though we still
have to pay a licence fee every year.

But it also imposes more restrictions and

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responsibilities on us. The effect of one of the
restrictions is to cut the “special events” extension
from 10 hours to four in any one week.

One of the extra responsibilities is to have FOH
volunteers under the general supervision of somebody
who holds a Responsible Service of Alcohol certificate.

At the same time as the liquor law changes come
in, Gold Coast City Council has made a few changes of
its own. One that directly affects us is the requirement
for people like Javeenbah who lease council land to
carry a $20 million public liability insurance.

Coincidentally, Javeenbah management
committee is already looking at all the theatre’s
insurances and vice-president Joan Stalker-Brown has
been sleuthing out a policy bundle designed specially
for community theatres. And its standard version
comes with a $20 million public liability clause.

Theatre under threat

Javeenbah’s management committee has agreed to
support efforts to save the Village Theatre at Sanctuary
Cove. Proposed rent increases are so big they would
threaten the theatre’s viability. Several shops and
restaurants in the village are also threatened.

A town meeting called to protest against the rent
rises heard that developers wanted the site cleared for
apartments and multi-level car parks.

The management committee agreed to write a letter
of support for the Village Theatre.

Gold Coast Theatre Alliance and Gold Coast Arts
Centre have been having informal meetings to discuss
ways the two organisations could work together to
benefit their members and the community. Javeenbah
is an active member of the Alliance.

In the meetings, the Alliance has outlined the
difficulty its member companies have in paying the
high costs involved with staging anything in the main
auditorium of the GC Arts Centre at Evandale in
Bundall Road.

Since then the companion body, Friends of the Arts
Centre, has talked to the Alliance about redevelopment
of the whole site, to include the adjoining Gold Coast
City Council offices.

The Friends would like to see the council offices
relocated to another site and the Evandale area be used
to develop the Arts Centre into multi complexes that
have smaller, lower-cost venues. They would like to
see the whole Arts Centre area developed in a way that
showcased all forms of art, both indoor and outdoor.

The Friends have now gone public with their
proposals to develop an outstanding cultural precinct
at Evandale.

The city council has also taken steps and appointed
an Evandale Development Task Force to determine a
development brief for architects to provide a facility
for both the council’s and the community’s cultural
needs. The task force, chaired by Councillor Susie
Douglas, includes several councillors and the chair of
the Arts Centre board and the chair of the Friends.

Among the items being emphasised to the task
force by the Friends is the need for a smaller drama
theatre.
